If a child is falling behind in school… 

Teacher works with other teachers to explore other 
strategies to help the child catch up (no more than 6 
weeks).  

The teacher checks learning regularly. 

Problems persist. 

Teacher gets more ideas from other teachers and 
tries new strategies to help the child (no more than 6 
weeks).  

The teacher checks learning regularly.

Still not good enough?  Call family.   

Plan special teaching with more time in 
small group and/or one-on-one time. 

May need testing for Special Education. 

Problems persist. 

Follow-up meeting is held.                       
• Good progress?  Keep it up!               
• Not good enough?  Change plan.        

Family and teacher are kept up to date. 

Child gets classroom teaching and extra 
support from RTI or Title I for 2-6 weeks. 

RTI or Title I or classroom teacher checks 
learning often.

Teacher meets with team of teachers to talk 
about giving more support.   

This could be RTI Support or Title I Support.
